There are also instances where a urinary tract antibiotic is the most appropriate although the focus lies elsewhere. Sometimes there are epidemiological reasons to release an antibiotic that is irrelevant for the sample type (vancomycin for enterococci in urine). Finally, the choice of antibiotic treatment  is always clinical and not dependent upon the laboratory since it also takes into account allergies and kidney function etc .
